2.  Conduct a brainstorming session with students “What can a person do with currency/money?”– list all ideas generate by the students.

3. Create a web – mapping the students ideas into categories.

i.e. food, clothing, shelter [rent, mortgage], entertainment, medical, utilities [phone, gas, electric, cell phone] supplies [toilet paper, detergent, curtains, etc.] tuition/family expenses, car & related costs, savings.

- Follow-up   Discuss the difference between needs and wants

4. Have students role play scenarios showing how an individual might acquire a need or want when they do not have money.  Discuss appropriate conduct and words to use when asking others for things. 

5. Have students complete the math skills worksheet.

5. Show students a “piggy bank”.  Ask if any of the students have a piggy bank.

5. Show a video or invite guest speaker to discuss what a bank does?  What it is used for?  How they came about?

5. Provide students with a list of terms associated with banks.

5. Students are to create flashcards of banking terms.

· Using a 3x5 index direct students to write the vocabulary term in large letters and then define the term in their own words.

· On the reverse side ask students to give you examples of the term or to draw a picture of what the term/action looks like.

· Terms:  Savings, Checking, Deposit, Withdrawal, Debit, Credit, Overdraft, Safety Deposit Box, Debit Card/ATM Card, Bank Teller Loan, Interest

5. Compare the functions of a bank with a Currency Exchange

5. Using a Venn Diagram have student compare and contrast a bank and currency exchange.  Discuss the benefits or reasons to use each institution.

5.  Play a version of  Math Skills Jeopardy.

5. Divide the class into teams (2-3).  Have one student from each team come to the front of the room.  Place a dollar amount on the board.  Ask students questions that involve adding and subtracting and use “banking terms.”  For example.  Dollar amount $145.23 

(  A person adds $23.00 to their savings account.  How much money will they have.

(  A person goes to the store and uses their debit card for a purchase of $4.59.  How much money will be in their account after this action?

Role Play

Create an in-class financial institution. Divide your class into tellers and customers. Practice making deposits and withdrawals at the financial institution. Remind the students that if they want to open an account a bank they will need to be able to make deposits and withdrawals.  So it's a good idea to practice ahead of time. 

Make up deposit and withdrawal slips. Use play money for the tellers to distribute to "customers." Practice being a teller and a customer. Remember, tellers have to make sure each "customer's" account information is correct (i.e., name is on slip with amount requested written out as well as a play account number). Have the tellers issue each customer a receipt with the appropriate information on it.
