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Project Description:

This project will help students understand the role of Industrialization in United States History. Today we are living through a Technological Revolution. The communication industry is changing the way we live, think and spread knowledge. Students need to understand how society changed in the past.  Then they will begin to comprehend how the major players in the Industrial Revolution still have a role in our workplace today. Where would society be without the experiences of the past? How did the wealthy businessman affect society in the early 1900s? How does the Bill Gates affect society today? What kind of conditions did people have to endure for us to finally have Unions to represent them?  How do Unions represent our needs today? Students are experiencing the Tech. Revolution as it is happening and it is our job to help them make connections with the experiences the past.  

During this Unit two students will take on one role of one of the following players: a wealthy businessman (Carnegie or Rockefeller), child working in a factory, industrial worker or an industrialists/inventor.  During their role they will research the Internet finding out information about the role. They will take that information and a design a Power Point Presentation informing the class how they think the Industrial Revolution effects us today. They will also learn how to use and send e-mail. Then they will be able to show the resources they are using to and teacher and prove what they have learned during the process of their research. Students will have a medium for voice concerns about the project to the teacher.  Through this process students are learning about economics and how the present and the past are connected in a very intricate way.
