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Project Description:

Native Americans have an oral culture that is very different from our digital culture, so that the elements are different.  Students will create an advertising campaign for Native American poetry that shows the difference between recent song lyrics and North American poetry. 

In an oral culture, serious questions can be answered with stories, , proverbs and  poems. For example, Jesus gave “Give unto Caesar, that which is Caesar’s” as the answer about taxes.  A Native American would express reverence to the Great Spirit in a poem.

In a digital culture, serious questions are answered with short bursts of information.  A television anchor has seconds to get across information and emotion. A song lyric is also measured in seconds. 

For example, a rap repeats violent vocabulary in bursts to get across anger.

How are rhythms similar and different?

How are the tones similar and different?

How are sounds similar and different?

How are the themes similar and different?

How are the images similar and different?

Performance Task:   

Task:

Students research oral culture and digital culture on the Internet.  Use a chart  (kwl) to recall poetic terms. Quiz poetry terms. Use a cluster graph on the board to brainstorm ad campaigns. 

In groups of four or five, students research Native American poetry and recent song lyrics or poems of the last ten years.  Analyze the poems or songs to find how they are different and similar in T-chart form within a group of four.

Within the same group, design an advertising campaign for the Native American poem. The culminating project is an ad campaign accomplished by the group and presented to the class. The ad campaign consists of a press release, CD cover and line notes and a poster.

You are seeking the answer to the question:  how are Native American poetry and modern song lyrics similar and different?

You know you have successfully finished when you know the sounds, images, themes and rhythms of Native American poetry.

You may have trouble coordinating jobs and roles in a group. You may be challenged by poetry terms. You have the problem of a complex group assignment.
