Project Description:  
                     As a result of Internet and conventional research, the students will make a display of famous photos of the 19th and 20th centuries.  In order to utilize the use of photo chemicals, each student will make a photogram or conventional print.  Then each student will take a picture using a digital camera in which the results will be put on a computer and printed. A final display of all photos will be presented. This display will include historical photos, conventional photos, and digital photos. Finally, the students will be placed into groups and debates will be performed in which a stance on conventional or digital will be made. Individual papers will be written.

However, such an innovation is not necessarily better.  Some photographers still do things the “old fashion way”. They just use chemicals.  Your task is to take a stand.  You will debate the issue and finalize which is, in your opinion, best. Prepare to debate!

· Read the sections of the texts on the history of photography.

· Search for information on printmaking.

· Review information on the types of cameras.

· Review information on photo chemicals and their usage.

· Recollect the methodology of making prints.

· Review digital camera usage and computer application.

· Gather information from at least one other source.

Interpret:

· Categorize found information in relation to conventional and digital.

· List advantages and disadvantages of each.

· Decide which side to take.

· Organize into groups in accordance to conventional or digital.

Produce:

· Compose a written explanation of the chosen side.

· Construct a written overview of ideas from those who took the same side.

· Formulate group consensus.

Communicate:

· Display all students’ photos with found historical examples.

· Debate pros and cons in class discussion.

· Report back into groups for final debate preparation.

Evaluate:

· Critique the opposing group’s debate presentation.

· Plan a final rebuttal.
