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Project Description:

Performance Task:

Task:

Research a student in the class by asking him background questions and write a composition describing his personal history. 

Access:

· Interview a student of you choice.

· Ask a student major questions about his person background.

· Listen to his answers and perhaps ask follow-up questions.

Interpret:

· Determine what are the best questions to ask in the interview.

· List the questions and answers in logical sequence.

· Organize conversation in good paragraph form.

Produce:

· Construct questions and answers in good sentence form.

· Plan how to organize into paragraphs.

· Write out in rough draft.

Communicate:

· Share with the class what you learned about your friend.

· Describe his personal profile.

· Relate to the class the person’s background and characteristics.

Evaluate:

· Check with the interviewee to see if the facts were correct.

· Critique conducted by the interviewee.  

· Assessment is given to the interviewer in the form of a rubric.

Performance Assessment Plan:

· Survey of questions 

· Checklist from PBL to determine understanding of interview

· Rubric to assess descriptive writing
