Performance Task:

Task:

You are expected to identify one animal, plant, or element and describe its benefit to the environment. You are then expected to present your position to the lawmaking agency which will passes environmental protection laws.  Along the way, you will encounter challenges and opposition from businesses and developers only interested in their own gain.       

You will know you have successfully finished when you have presented your position to the lawmakers at the environmental hearing and convince them to pass laws protecting the environment 

Access
· Investigate endangered species on the Internet.

· Research causes of endangerment in books and other publications. 

· Interview local environmentalists. 

Interpret:

· Access information about the importance of endangered plants, animals , and natural resources

· List three to five endangered plants, animals, and natural resources

· Prioritize the importance described in each category above

Produce:

· Create a portfolio which contains important information about the prioritized plant, animal, or natural resource.

· Collect pictures relating to the plant, animal, or natural resource you selected

· Write the importance of the endangered species you selected

Communicate:

· Explain the importance of the endangered species you selected

· Show  your portfolio at the environmental meeting

· Relate the importance of   your endangered species to the ecosystem and/or humans

Evaluate:

· Check your project and compare it to things named in the task

· Improve your work by making needed corrections, deletions and/or additions

· Critique the work for members of your group prior to presenting
