Unit Perquisites:

· Students will have an understanding of what is a forest.

· Students will be able to identify animals and plants in a forest.
· Students will understand what survival means.
Performance Task:

Task:           You are an animal who lives in the rain forest.  From a distance you can hear a loud thundering sound. As you get closer you see a huge tractor with a man who has been ordered to cut down trees from the rain forest.  Working in cooperative groups, your job is to convince him not cut down the trees.  It is all up to you to save your home, so that other generations can benefit from it. 

Access:

· Listen to stories about the rain forest

· Read books about the rain forest

· Look up what animals and plants can be found in the rain forest on the computer

Interpret:

· Compare and contrast how the rain forest looked about 100 years ago to how it looks now

· Analyze the importance of the rain forest

· List the animal/plants that are in the rain forest

· Decide who is going role play each different animal/plant

Produce:

· Draw a mural with the animals/plants of the rain forest

· Create a drawing of the rain forest with different animals/plants that can be found in the different layers 

· Write the mini skit

Communicate:

· Present the drawings to the class

· Present the skit to classmates

· Build background to the skit

Evaluate:

· Critique your work as a group and as an individual

· Assess the quality of your mural

· Judge how well you knew your animals/plants

· Assess how well you wrote your skit
