As such, you are expected to show on a graph how tourism contributed to the growth of your state. You are to design a brochure that promotes tourism and encourages business development. You will know you have successfully finished when you have planned a road trip to tourist sites that also have industrial development. Challenges you may encounter are selecting sites form key areas.
