TASK

In this task you are seeking an answer to the question, what is a Pioneer? You are to act as a curator for a display that will be presented on the opening night of the school museum. You will be working with two other team members as a small group that will be united at the end with other small groups to form one group and to assemble each display for the purpose of forming one final display. 

You will need to choose from one of the three areas, Home Life, Education and Leisure, and Work and Travel to develop your display through research. You may encounter challenges in finding pictures and descriptions of objects. However, the Library, cultures centers, and the Internet are wonderful resources you can depend on. You will need to assign your group members responsibility and meeting times for working on this project. You will also need to give me an up date on how things are going each day.

· Interview and explore historical places such as Culture Centers for information.

· List and organize facts to help construct the display.
