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PROJECT DESCRIPTION/MISSION
Students will investigate the Renaissance in regards to the arts, politics and government, and daily life of both the aristocracy and common people of the time. After completion of this study, students will create an original drama demonstrating their knowledge of the dominant philosophies, artistic works, occupations, and social class distinctions of the Renaissance.

TASK

CREATIVE PRODUCT TASK…How will you remember the Renaissance?

The situation is:  You are to choose a person, place, or thing from the time of the Renaissance in Europe and investigate the situation. (ie: what were the thoughts Michelangelo had about working on the tomb of Pope Julius II or the Sistine Chapel?  How can you explain the dominant theme of the paintings during this time period?  Can you create a painting with these characteristics and explain it?  What was daily life like for the average citizen of this time?  What was daily life for the aristocracy?)

The problem is choosing something to investigate during the time of the Renaissance.

Your task is to narrow down your choice as to what you want to focus on during this period of the Renaissance.  You will then exhibit your understanding of your focus by explaining about a painting you have done, acting out a play, creating a poster, or a song or some other way of conveying your findings

ACCESS

· Explore your chosen topic 

· Gather information from various resources 

                       ( internet, books,articles,video works, etc.)

INTERPRET

· Decide how you are going to get your message across of what you have learned and want to convey to your classmates in a skit, play, painting, poster, etc.

· Integrate the facts you have found with your creative demonstration in your choice of presentation format.

PRODUCE
· Create a play , painting, poster or whatever you have chosen to depict the facts you have gathered and will present to the class.

· Build on your facts to develop a song, painting, poster, play, etc. to demonstrate your findings.

communicate

· Display or perform what you have created to present to the class.

· Share your findings and be able to answer questions that Display or perform what you have created to present to the class.

· Share your findings and be able to answer questions that pertain to your subject matter

EVALUATE
· You will be assessed, by both the teacher and your classmates, with a critique based on your presentation. ( a form will be provided and discussed prior to presentations)

· You will be rated on your knowledge of facts, ability and choice of format for your particular presentation, and the way in which you presented and worked on the task as a group.
