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Project Description/Mission

Van Gogh will come into the 21st century to create a work of art while explaining the influences of impressionist art on him.  Students will view the artist in action; record this experience through a student generated video, and then proceeds to produce their own works of art in the Van Goghian style.

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:

What factors influence an artist’s work?

SPECIFIC QUESTIONS:

How did Van Gogh’s medical condition influence his art? 
Did Glaucoma influence Van Gogh’s art?
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Performance Tasks:  ROLE

TASK
To determine as a journalist for Artists’ Magazine, through my observations and interview with Vincent Van Gogh, how the artist ‘s life and medical/ psychological conditions influenced his art.

ACCESS

· Do a web search for information on Vincent Van Gogh

· Reflect on differing opinions about the artist

· Listen to the artist as he presents his lecture 

· Ask open-ended questions in your interview

INTERPRET

· Analyze the information you glean

· Check your information against what you are hearing

· Evaluate the audience reception to the presentation

· Interpret and synthesize your information for your reading audience

PRODUCE

· Write down questions to ask Mr. Van Gogh

· Produce a recording and video 

· Draft a plan to reproduce one of V.G. pieces

· Paint a picture in the Van Goghian style

communicate

· Appraise all information gotten

· Dialogue with your colleagues and peers

· Convince your readers of your findings

· Teach someone the artist’s techniques of painting
EVALUATE

· Rate the interview as to information gotten

· Plan another interview session in the future

· Weigh personal information against prior knowledge
