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Project Description:  

The students will discover how the art and architecture of  Ancient Greece is reflected in some of the funerary art/architecture at Graceland and/or Rosehill Cemeteries in our school community.  They will discover the present from the study of the past, as they investigate Greek architecture in the neighborhood.
Project Goals:

Essential Question:

How does the art/architecture of a civilization reflect the past/present?

Specific Questions

1. What are the characteristics of classical Greek art and architecture?

2. How did the Greek statue or architectural monument reflect the social status of the individual?

3. How did the philosophy of education differ between the Spartans and the Greeks?

4. What were the characteristics of the republic of Ancient Greece?

5. Why would monuments in cemeteries imitate classical features of Ancient Greece?

6. Why would religion influence the art/architecture of Ancient Greece?

7. What would influence the art/architecture of  Rosehill/Graceland Cemeteries, in recent years?

8. Can the influence of art/architecture of Ancient Greece            be seen in other places?

Unit Prerequisites:

· Student will identify the capitals of Greek columns.

· Student will utilize research materials for background info on Ancient Greece and Sparta.

·  Student will read several Greek myths.

· Student will identify the characteristics of Greek sculpture.

· Student will recognize what are the characteristics of Greek architecture.

Performance Task:  You are a patrician living in Ancient Greece.  You are an important member of the assembly.  Unexpectedly, you die. Your family wants a memorial that reflects your importance within the Greek society.


The challenge that the architect faces is to create a monument that reflects not only the social status of the patrician, but also reflects the prevailing culture of the day, with regard to philosophy, education, and religion.  Your task is to help the architect develop the monument.

Access:

· Research Greek architecture on the web

· Read background information on Greece in a reference book

· Interview a Blaine teacher who has lived in Greece

· Share your research materials in your cooperative group

Interpret:

· Compare and contrast Greek architectural features in  Graceland and/or Rosehill monument to the real thing

· Interpret the symbolism of a Graceland or Rosehill monument through exploration of the history of the person, in a cooperative group

· Determine if the history of the person fits the monument

Produce:

· Design your monument on paper, utilizing the architectural forms studied

· Draw the 3 types of capitals

· Create a frieze, depicting a Greek scene, which might be used on your memorial

Communicate:

· Present your displays to the class

· Present a report about your project for the newsletter that is sent home to the parents

· Explain the symbolism of the monument at Graceland and/or Rosehill on the basis of the history of the person buried

· Explain the symbolism of your created memorial to the class or your group

Evaluate:

· Assess visuals based on details of architectural forms studied

· Evaluate visuals with notations detailing what was produced

· Essay test, describing some aspect of Greek life, architectural forms, etc., with emphasis on introduction/ body/conclusion.  Spelling, punctuation and grammar will be included as part of grade.

· Paper and pencil test.  Short answer essay test defining terms.  Drawings may be used to enhance answers.
