Performance Task:

Task:

  Working in groups of three, you will take on the role of high school guidance/career counselors.  Elliot (or Marta) a student at your school is interested in a music-related career but is not knowledgeable about career choices and is uncertain as to how to proceed.  

   As a career counselor,  you must compile a list and create a booklet of five music-related jobs with a brief description of each one.  Each description should also include any special skills and education required as well as potential salary levels, job outlook for the future, and possible career cross-over possibilities.  Your group will also create a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting two of the careers.  Finally, your group will create a graph illustrating your five career choices and their income ranges.  

  You will then, individually, narrow the choice down to one career that you will recommend to your student stating your own particular interest in the job.

· Examine all aspects of problems related to choosing a career
· Gather information from classroom books and printed materials
· Explore web sites
· Reflect on prior knowledge of topic
· Question adults for applicable information

· Produce a booklet of your five career choices with accompanying descriptions and illustrations or pictures (including individual choice of career recommendation)
· Construct a graph displaying career/income relationships
· Create a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting 2 of the careers 
Communicate:

· Present your findings to the class
· Display your booklet, graph, and Venn diagram for the class
Evaluate:

· Assess the quality of your booklet, graph, and Venn diagram
· Judge the effectiveness of time spent “on task” (both individually and as a group)
