Length of Lesson:

6 weeks
Project Description:

Students will be involved in a unit of study on famous artists.  After learning about many artists, they will choose one artist in particular to study in depth.  They will research their artist, do a written and oral report on their artist, and also design, glaze and kiln- fire a ceramic plate in the style of their artist.  The culminating activity will be a pizza party for parents and students showcasing student artwork, written reports, and video presentations.

Performance Task:

Task:

You are curators of a museum.  Your job is to choose different artists to feature in a special exhibit.  You will work collaboratively in small groups, sharing books about famous artists and doing research on the Internet.  Each curator is responsible for choosing one favorite artist to feature in the exhibit.  You will discuss with your group, both the elements of the artists’ work (type of color, line, shape, etc.), and the artist’s background and life. The information that you compile will be a part of your museum exhibit.
Access:

· Share pictures of different artist’s work with the group

· Find information about different artists on the Internet

· Listen to books about the lives and work of different artists 

· Read books on different artists

· Observe artwork at the Art Institute

Interpret:

· Analyze the style of different artists’ work

· Compare the styles of different artists

· Discuss your feelings about the artwork

Produce:

· Write research report on favorite artist 

· Video record oral presentation

· Design, glaze and kiln-fire a ceramic plate in the style of your chosen artist

Communicate:

· Display finished ceramic plates, written reports, and video presentations 

· Invite parents and peers to their exhibit

Evaluate:

· Critique ceramic plates in class discussion

· Judge the quality of the group exhibit adjusting as necessary

· Critique the written reports in small group discussions

· Critique the video presentation in small group discussions

Performance Assessment Plan:

· Logbook provided for those attending the art exhibit to write comments

· Group checklists will be provided to determine progress with constructing questions collecting information

· Artwork and written reports to be scored using a rubric

	Organization
	Audience cannot understand presentation because there is no sequence of information.
	Audience has difficulty following presentation because student jumps around.
	Student presents information in logical sequence which audience can follow.
	Student presents information in logical, interesting sequence which audience can follow.
	

	Subject Knowledge
	Student does not have grasp of information; student cannot answer questions about subject.
	Student is uncomfortable with information and is able to answer only rudimentary questions.
	Student is at ease with expected answers to all questions, but fails to elaborate.
	Student demonstrates full knowledge (more than required) by answering all class questions with explanations and elaboration.
	

	Graphics
	Student uses superfluous graphics or no graphics
	Student occasionally uses graphics that rarely support text and presentation.
	Student's graphics relate to text and presentation.
	Student's graphics explain and reinforce screen text and presentation.
	

	Mechanics
	Student's presentation has four or more spelling errors and/or grammatical errors.
	Presentation has three misspellings and/or grammatical errors.
	Presentation has no more than two misspellings and/or grammatical errors.
	Presentation has no misspellings or grammatical errors.
	

	Eye Contact
	Student reads all of report with no eye contact.
	Student occasionally uses eye contact, but still reads most of report.
	Student maintains eye contact most of the time but frequently returns to notes.
	Student maintains eye contact with audience, seldom returning to notes.
	

	Elocution
	Student mumbles, incorrectly pronounces terms, and speaks too quietly for students in the back of class to hear.
	Student's voice is low. Student incorrectly pronounces terms. Audience members have difficulty hearing presentation.
	Student's voice is clear. Student pronounces most words correctly. Most audience members can hear presentation.

Scoring Rubric for Portfolio Exhibits
5- Exhibit is very appropriate for topic and intelligence and communicates superior knowledge of topic. Exhibit is very clearly presented with high quality and shows much creativity. 

4- Exhibit is appropriate for topic and intelligence and communicates strong knowledge of topic. Exhibit is clearly presented, shows quality and creativity but may not be up to superior standards. 

3- Exhibit displays topic and intelligence but not completely appropriate. Communicates some knowledge of topic but may not be completely clear or show high quality and/or creativity. 

2- Exhibit is not appropriate for topic and/or intelligence and may be incomplete. Communicates little knowledge of topic. Unclear and/or poor quality or shows little creativity. Below average standards. 

1- Exhibit is not completed or inappropriate for topic. Shows no knowledge of topic and/or no creativity. Quality is very poor and reflects little or no effort. 

0- Exhibit not submitted.
