Grade: 6th
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Unit Prerequisites:

· Students will observe life-sized dioramas of prehistoric man in his environment at The Field Museum of Natural History, Chicago, IL. The students will take notes and make sketches into their notebooks.

· Students will have the technological skills to explore the Internet and utilize PowerPoint. Students will take notes. 

· Students will participate in virtual field trips on the Internet to explore the world of prehistoric man. The students will make printouts of necessary information.  

Performance Task:

Task:

You are to act as a museum research and educational team to create an interactive exhibit on the art and daily life of prehistoric man. Each team will be made up of four members. There will be eight teams.  Each team must select from the following creation list, and no team is allowed to do the same task that another team has chosen. All materials will be provided for you through the school art, computer and custodial departments. Those team members who choose to create a play must reserve the auditorium for your presentation date through the front office. All projects must be completed by the eighth week of this quarter.  Each student is required to submit a fact sheet on the information found on the Internet and your individual role in the creation process of your team’s final product.

· Collaborative learning teams will choose one creative task from this selection list:

1. Create ancient prehistoric jewelry, bowls, and utensils and create a display in the main hall of the school.

2. Create a replica of Stonehenge in clay with informational sheet to be displayed in the main hall of the school.

3. Create ancient cave paintings and informational sheet that will be displayed on the wall on the main entrance of the school.

4. Create a diorama of a prehistoric dwelling and informational sheet that will be displayed in the main hall of the school.

5. Create a PowerPoint Presentation on prehistoric man and present it to the class. Then set up a computer information center that allows access to the PowerPoint Presentation for people to explore information on prehistoric man.  Each member must be responsible for a portion of this presentation.

6. Create an informational bulletin board on prehistoric man, which will be exhibited on the main entrance bulletin board to the school.

7. Create a mural depicting daily life of prehistoric man, which will be displayed on the wall of the main entrance to the school.

8. Create a play about prehistoric man, which will be presented in the school auditorium to all the sixth grade classrooms.

*All teams must create an information sheet with their projects. It must include historical information. 


Access:

· Gather, read and make notations on information found on the Internet.

· Record observations discovered at The Field Museum of Natural History from the exhibits about prehistoric man.

Interpret:

· Analyze prehistoric man’s daily life and how his environment affected his life.

· Contrast and compare those conveniences of modern day man compared to the lack of conveniences of prehistoric man.

Produce: 
· Refer to collaborative team product selection list located in the Task section.

Communicate:

· Display exhibit/presentation as described in the Task section.

Evaluate:

· Plan and coordinate among other teams on how to organize the exhibit.

· Do a peer review of each other’s products.

· Use checklist to evaluate your own team’s product.

4- Exhibit is appropriate for topic and intelligence and communicates strong knowledge of topic. Exhibit is clearly presented, shows quality and creativity but may not be up to superior standards. 

3- Exhibit displays topic and intelligence but not completely appropriate. Communicates some knowledge of topic but may not be completely clear or show high quality and/or creativity. 

2- Exhibit is not appropriate for topic and/or intelligence and may be incomplete. Communicates little knowledge of topic. Unclear and/or poor quality or shows little creativity. Below average standards. 

1- Exhibit is not completed or inappropriate for topic. Shows no knowledge of topic and/or no creativity. Quality is very poor and reflects little or no effort. 

0- Exhibit not submitted.
